Dear Parent,

With our first week of school out of the way, there are some reminders and some things you should be aware of. I do not send home a weekly newsletter like Mrs. Cindy does. Instead, general information and subject area weekly notes/general topics are posted on the class website. Any letters I send out, such as this one, are e-mailed, posted on the class website, and sent home to those without Internet. 

Your child will be taking tests in all 3 of my subjects this week. I have included a tentative test schedule below. 
Soc. St. – Tues. Aug. 16, Wed. Aug. 24
          Science – Wed. Aug. 17, Fri. Aug. 26

Math – Fri. Aug. 19, Wed. Aug. 31

This schedule is kept up-to-date on the class website. For those without Internet access, I will post the next test date in each subject on the board in the classroom. It will be your child’s responsibility to copy that list as it changes. Test papers will go home on Monday of next week with a signature sheet.  Both that sheet and the papers should be returned on Tuesday.
Just a few reminders:

* All student work for my subjects should stay in the tri-folder with the binder and must come back to school each day – we will remove unneeded work in class. This is important because sometimes we will add to a page of already started notes.
* Textbooks usually go home only for review prior to a test. Workbooks (math/science) go home when homework is assigned. Please be sure that all of your child’s textbooks have been covered.
* Some students are missing supplies. Supply lists are available on the FRA website. All students should have a pencil bag for their binder for pencils/erasers/extra lead. I’ve asked students to refill pencils at home so class time is not lost. Also, students should have a bag or box for all art supplies including standard colored markers and colors.
*Grades are updated once a week on Sunday afternoons. You can view your child’s grades through the Parent Command Center. See the FRA website for more details.

*Don’t forget to check out our class website if you haven’t done so yet. You can find a lot of information, including announcements, copies of letters like this one, and a list of websites with subject related games.
